W Barry Smith, currently with Business Air International outside Dallas, has spent almost 40 years in 
business jet marketing. His first assignment was to help Hawker Siddeley launch the HS-125; then 
helping Israel Aircraft Industries launch the Westwind.

Based on his successes there, the most famous and successful business jet marketer of them all, Jim 
Taylor[Falcon, Citation, Challenger, LearJet], brought Smith aboard to help launch the Citation program 
by managing the marketing activities.

When Taylor left Cessna to join Canadair to launch the Challenger program, Smith was his first hire.  
Once that program was off and running Smith left and formed his own jet brokerage business, which he 
successfully ran for almost 20 years. Among his regular clients were the Rockefeller family, U.S. Bank & 
Trust, Chase Manhattan Bank, Time/Life, Capital Cities/ABC Broadcasting, R.H. Macy, Sears, and 
similar orgainizations.

When he decided to exit that business, Bombardier brought him back to help them launch their Flexjet 
Fractional program.  From there Taylor lured him back to help Visionaire launch the Vantage.  They were 
well on their way until technical problems and lack of money caused the company to fold.

Since then Smith has been active consulting with various manufacturers.  After getting tired of semi-
retirement, Phil Jordan lured him back full time to help Business Air International expand its global 
private jet business.
